The University agrees to carry out the Study in accordance with the Application, UK Research & Innovation fEC Grants standard terms and conditions of grant and standard terms and conditions of grant guidance (copies of which are available at www.ukri.org) and on the terms and conditions set out below

1. Responsibilities

The University agrees to perform the Study with reasonable care and skill within the scope of the funding and in accordance with the Application.

2. Funding

The funding may only be used for the Study as detailed in the Application.

The University agrees to provide the contributions as detailed in the Application.


3. Collaborators

The University must ensure that appropriate contractual arrangements with collaborators are agreed.  

4. Publication

All publications shall acknowledge the funding made available for the Study by the Funder.  A copy of any publications are to be sent to Surrey.

5. Reporting

The University agrees to provide to Surrey promptly on request (where it is legally able to do so) any information, documentary evidence and records in respect of the Study, which Surrey may reasonably require from time to time in order to fulfil its reporting requirements under the Project grant.

Within one month of the end of the Study, the University is to provide a final report. 

For a period of 5 years following conclusion of the Study, the University will provide to Surrey brief details of any follow on projects which directly relate to the subject matter of the Study.

6. Payment

The University shall invoice Surrey quarterly in arrears on the basis of actual expenditure against the budget headings detailed above, with the final invoice due no later than one month after the Project End date and following submission of the final report. The invoices will be accompanied by an expenditure report, which will include details of any in-kind support received for the Project.  Surrey shall pay the University within 30 days of receipt of the invoices, subject always to receipt of funds from the Funder.

7. Intellectual Property

Any intellectual property, know-how and results created in the course of the Study shall be owned by the party that generates them.

8. Confidentiality

Each party shall use reasonable endeavours not to disclose to any third party any Confidential Information (which term shall mean any information disclosed by one party (“Disclosing Party”) to the other party (“Receiving Party”) and identified as confidential before or at the time of disclosure).  Further, the Receiving Party shall keep the Confidential Information confidential, only disclose it to its employees who have a “need to know” the information for the purpose of the Study and only use it for the purpose of the Study. Confidential Information does not include information that is in or comes into the public domain through no fault of the Receiving Party, is independently developed by the Receiving Party, is disclosed to the Receiving Party by a third party at liberty to disclose the information without breach of the terms of this Agreement or is required to be disclosed by law.

9. Liability

The maximum liability of a party under this Agreement shall not exceed the value of the sum awarded and shall not, in any case extend to indirect or consequential losses.   Nothing in this Agreement limits or excludes any Party’s liability for (a) death or personal injury resulting from negligence; or (b) any fraud or for any sort of other liability which, by law, cannot be limited or excluded.
